A STRANGE TRUE STORY TOLD AT THE ASSIZES.

At the Glamorganshire Assizes at Cardiff, yesterday, before Mr. Justice
Grantham, an extraordinary case was heard, The plaintifl was Catherine Driscoll,
and the defendants William Wait and John Smith Haviland, executors under the
will of the late Mr. Shapland, potato merchant, Cardiff. The plaintiii claimed £54
odd, expenses incurred on passage from America for personal necessaries
and arrears under an atfiliation order. A girl named Mary Driscoll, aged eighteen,
servant at Shapland’s, was seduced by her master, a middle-aged man, and he
paid her 5s. a week for some time, She then emigrated to New York, and he
continued the payments through the American Consul: Towards the end of
1887, when the child was about twelve years old, two men in Boston entered the
bedchamber of Mary Driscoll, who, in defending her child from dishonour,
received three bullets in her body, which caused her death. The two men
were executed for the murder, Old Shapland, on hearing the tragic fate of
the mother, and that his ofispring was without a protector in America,requested
some of Driscoll’s friends in Cardiff to get Catherine Driscoll (sister of Mary
Driscoll), who was then residing in New York, to bring the child across to
Cardiff.  When Catherine arrived with the child in Cardilf’ she learned that the
father had died the weel before. She applied to the executors for the loss of
wages, expenses, and arrears of maintenance of the child, and they refused to
recognize her claim.  The jury immediately found for the full amount claimed,

A WARNING TO NITRATE INVESTORS.

Those who are interested in nitrate investments should take note of 3
short report just published from Consul N , add! d from Valp:

Referring to the sale to English joint-stock companies of a large number of the
nitrate-producing establishments he says at present it is impossible to say
whether the prices obtained are within or beyond the value of the articles sold.
In general there seems to be an impression that the sellers have gone out on the
top of the tide. Most of the sales were made at a time when the price of nitrate
was_unusually high, Investors should recollect that the dividends paid Ly the
carlier companies were earned during a period of prosperity, and also that
a new “oficina” ought to pay best in its first years, Then the raw
material lies close to the works, later on it has to be carted considerable
distances ; also that a nitrate field, however good, is at last cxhausted.
There is a danger with so many companies at work that the supply may excee
the demand, and should a combination be formed to control ‘production, the
Chilian Government may increase the duty on exports, as it cannot aliow
a falling in revenue from the nitrate business in view of the heavy expenses
to which it has committed itself for docks, railway, and other works. The
production of nitrate is and always has been, taken over a series of years,
a profitab'e business ; but then no “oficina,” as_formerly worked, cost any-
thing approaching to the prices lately paid by the joint-stock companies, an
ggeA dprelsient excess of capital is likely to induce over-production 1n order to pay

ividends.
